Cone and Miller asked for introductions from each committee member.  Amy Pinkston agreed to serve as the secretary and take minutes for each meeting.

Miller distributed binders to each member.  Richard Williams agreed to take binder to Connie Esparza at Ash Flat.  Cone agreed to take binder to Gin Brown at Mountain View. 

Cone reviewed the information contained in the binders.  She emphasized the importance of each member being knowledgeable of the engagement and services criterion.  Cone stated the committee members might find areas of improvement for the institution in reviewing the information.   

The committee members were told that the expected accreditation site visit would be conducted in November 2010.  Cone and Miller read through the Criterion 5 section of The Criteria for Accreditation by The Higher Learning Commission.  Cone and Miller asked members to review the self-study reports included from four other colleges and universities.  

Ron Helm explained the importance of Criterion 5 being “partners with people” and serving students and community.

Cone explained that the committee must provide evidence to support Criterion 5.  Helm stated that the members should also look at the information to see how it supports other criterion and overlaps.  All committee members should know Ozarka College’s Mission Statement.  

Cone and Miller reviewed the four core components of Criterion 5.  As part of the review, committee members were reminded that they had to evaluate the institution’s evidence supporting Criterion 5 understanding that the institution could not meet every need however they could look at what could be done in the future.   Several examples of evidence were listed by committee members: Campus Calendar, Campus Connection, President’s Report, TRIO newsletter, scrapbooks maintained at Ash Flat and Mountain View campuses, as well as others. Cone explained that this information would be summarized into a booklet to submit as proof of evidence of “Engagement and Services”. 

Cone distributed presentation handouts listing team members, presentation component assignments, and presentation dates for each team.   Critical Incident Questionnaires (CIQ) were distributed to each member to be completed and returned at the next meeting.  The CIQ is intended to serve as a critique of the meeting.

The next meeting was scheduled for March 6, 2009 at 1:00. The meeting was adjourned at 2:05 p.m.
