Example of an Approach to Research a Criterion
Assignment:  4bd - Ozarka demonstrates links between curricular and cocurricular activities that support inquiry, practice, creativity and social responsibility.

1.  Within Criterion 4 subcommittee, get the group to make all the research suggestions that they can.  The results might be as follows:

a. Interviews

i. Ruby for the nursing department

ii. Holly for the service learning projects in PE

iii. Holly for the service learn projects that occurred in Student Success Classes

iv. Melissa and Tracie for the projects of PTK

v. Tina to get lists of past student jobs on campus

b.  Written record

i. Library scrapbook

ii. College Connection

iii. Joan's lists of service learning/volunteer projects

iv. Planning Results Manuals

v. Syllabi online

vi. Faculty assessment reports

2.  Keep a list of suggestions as you make interviews or read materials and follow up on new sources.
3. Report back to your Criterion Subcommittee for follow-up suggestions.

4. If you results seem weak, ask your Criterion Chair to take it before the Self-Study Steering Committee for them to brainstorm or, since this one is related to academic affairs, approach VPAA to bring it before Instructional Council.
