Joan Stirling suggested that after giving a presentation, a summary be written for an electronic newsletter that would be distributed bi-weekly.

Karla Rush, Judy Cannady and Kim Lovelace presented an example of group organization by sharing the planning that they have already completed with their committee (Criterion 1).  They shared the importance of identifying goals for the group to work toward and shared the minutes from their meeting as an example. (See Handout)
It was decided that we would ask Scott Pinkston to archive the meetings so they are available to everyone for review.

Dr. Johnston added that all meetings will last no longer than 1 hour.
