Joanna Fulbright opened the meeting with a recap of the resource room presentation by Mary Ellen Hawkins the previous week.
Discussion of Criterion 3

Mike DeLong, Holly Ayers and Rodney Williams began part 1 of a 2 part presentation on Criterion 3.  

Mike DeLong gave an overview of each section of Criterion 3 by emphasizing the importance of key words in each component. These key words are:

3a.  Clearly stated

3b.  Effective teaching

3c.  Effective learning 

3d.  Supports learning and teaching

Mike also stressed that assessment proves that learning is taking place.

Holly Ayers reviewed Criterion 3 Core Component A.  “The organization’s goals for student learning outcomes are clearly stated for each educational program and make effective assessment possible.” She noted that Criterion 3 involves more than just the VPAA’s office as learning happens everywhere.  Leaning is an institutional commitment.  She highlighted the 5 questions asked by Criterion 3 (see PowerPoint).  The important assessment keys are Who, What, When and How.  She also discussed examples of evidence and where to find it.
Rodney Williams presented Criterion 3 Core Component B.  “The organization values and supports effective teaching”.  He noted that Criterion 3 impacts all other criterion.  He compared the “teaching college” to the “learning college”.   The question is can we provide clear and convincing evidence (documentation) to support our answers and assertions.
Discussion and wrap-up:
Dr. Johnston’s closing comments encouraged the presenters to take this presentation to the faculty.  His analogy was that Criterion 3 boils down to “show me the money”.
