Joanna Fulbright discussed how last week’s meeting moves us closer to our goal. (See notes)  She reviewed information about assessment and the use of the CAAP, CCSSEE, Graduate surveys, Division annual reports, and many other tools.  The stressed the process of assessment, documentation, planning for the future, budgeting for what you plan for, and doing what you plan. Then the cycle starts over.
Rodney Williams presented information on diversity and the fact that there is a lack of natural diversity.  At Ozarka is an act of will, an act of commitment and an act of leadership. (see PowerPoint)
An activity was provided that asked the attendees to provide 3 reasons Ozarka College should allocate learning resources toward diversity learning.  The groups reiterated their ideas and there was discussion of these ideas.

Diversity must be in your mission, vision and the values and must be present in the general education requirements.  Joan asked how we track diversity learning at Ozarka College.  The answer was interaction with others.  The HLC says that diversity is not a prescriptive and will be different for different areas.  Joan shared examples from the Ozarka College planning manual that include diversity for each criterion.
