Joan Stirling opened the meeting with discussion of the timeline for the Self-Study.  The actual visit will be in November 15-17 of 2010.  Joan explained that the first rough draft would need to be completed by December 2009 in order to prepare for the 2010 deadline.
Joan also asked for the group's opinion about hiring a speaker/consultant to meet with the faculty, staff and administration.  This consultant, Neil Pagano, is recommended by the Higher Learning Commission.  For $2000 plus expenses, Mr. Pagano would do a 2 day visit.  Before arrival, he would review our assessment information and be prepared to offer a new perspective and guidance.  The group discussed the pros and cons of this idea and voted to continue looking at this option.
After some discussion, it was decided that sub-committees would be responsible for scheduling their meeting rooms and times.

Each sub-committee reported on their plan of action for this semester.

Criterion I:  The committee will divide the core components and begin gathering data.

Criterion II:  This committee has set a meeting schedule and has an agenda.  They would also like to have guest speakers from other Criterion join them to explain each Criterion to the sub-committee.

Criterion III:  This committee has a tentative schedule to meet 4 times for 1.5 hours.  They will do an overview of the Self-Study, discuss evidence and evaluation, brainstorming and will have a questions and answers session.

Criterion IV:  This committee has scheduled 4 meetings.  They will do an overview of the self-study then cover their Criterion in sections.  They will also cover evidence and evaluative writing.
Criterion V:  This committee will do an overview of the self-study and each Criterion.  They will cover their Criterion and its components and evaluative writing.

Hospitality:  This committee will discuss the specifics of their duties.  Assign someone to take minutes and will do an overview of each Criterion.

Resource Room:  This committee will meet in the Library.  They will decide what evidence will be  physical and what will be virtual.  They will also decide upon a classification system for the information.

Editors:  The editors will work on a writing guide, policies and format.

Newsletter:  Kim will continue with the blog.  She will use updates from the sub-committees to keep everyone informed.

Joanna Fulbright suggested that we consider having an evaluative writing presentation in May for all committee members to attend.

Joan Stirling reminded everyone of the ideas of "good evidence".
