Joanna Fulbright talked about Self-Study Evaluative Comments.  She provided a PowerPoint presentation that highlighted problems and mistakes to be avoided and comments that will be heard about the Self-Study report.  Joanna had the meeting attendees divide into Criterion groups and ask questions using the five W's and the H for the criterion or a core component.  After allowing a few minutes to work on this activity, she explained that these questions would need to be asked about each criterion and each core component and we would need to ask how each of these different parts relates to each other part.  This questioning will generate a lot of questions, some good and some not so good, but the questions will guide the committees to the evidence needed for support.
A short report on the activities of each Sub-Committee was given.  All of the committees are working on educating their committee members and dividing the responsibilities for the groups.
Joanna used the planning manual to show the committee members that some of the core components would be harder to find evidence for than others but all core components should be questioned equally to ensure there were no gaps in the data collected.
Joan Stirling outlined another way to organize the gathering of information by subcommittees by making the evaluative statement that in meeting a criterion, Ozarka College had planned for and executed campus-wide initiatives for student success over the last three years.   To determine the validity of the statement, you would gather data from each of the seven divisions of the college:  Advancement, Academics, Student Services, Finance, Planning & Special Projects, Information Systems and HR.  Under each division she word mapped, with the help of the audience, new initiatives that these departments had over the last three years to improve student success.
