	Proposal Summary
	The purpose of this program is to provide students a transferable degree for those who are seeking a career in law enforcement or corrections.  It also serves those individuals already employed in the field of criminal justice who want to further their careers by receiving additional education hours in their field.  

For the purposes of the program, five new courses will be added to the college catalogue.  In addition, the existing criminal justice courses within the certificate of proficiency in corrections and criminal justice will be included in the program.  New costs associated with the program will be the hiring of a faculty member to oversee the program and teach the courses.  Additional library resources will be added as needed and facilities and equipment are appropriate for offering of degree.  

Currently, the college offers a certificate of proficiency in corrections and criminal justice.  This program will lead to the associate of science degree.  
The degree has been accepted in full by ASU and the student can then pursue a Bachelors degree in Criminology.  

	Need for the proposal
	With the increase of the size of the correctional facility in Calico Rock, fifty additional correctional officer positions will be advertised for.  Individuals with the CP in the program will have an advantage when applying for those jobs.  
State wide, there are currently 17 correctional officer positions open with the correctional system.  Several other institutions offer a similar degree but we continue to send students to other community colleges to earn the degree.
