	Proposal Summary
	The Math, Science, and Education Division is submitting a request for the approval of a Child Growth and Development course at Ozarka College to fulfill the course requirement for the AAT degree.  Currently students take this course at another institution, then transfer the course back to Ozarka to fulfill the degree requirements for the AAT degree. If approved students can complete all coursework at Ozarka under the direction of the AAT program coordinator seamlessly.


	Need for the proposal
	The statewide AAT degree requires this course as a part of the degree plan.  In the past, students were unable to complete the degree without taking the course from another institution then transferring the course to Ozarka College to complete the degree.  The lack of this course, on some occasions, may have also prevented students from graduating from the college if they felt it a hindrance to transfer the course back to complete the degree.  
If approved, a college catalog addendum must be issued removing ECD1003 Child Development and adding EDU2023 Child Growth and Development. This change must be made in the degree audit as well.


	Curriculum outline
	Prerequisites: Admission to the associate of arts in teaching program at Ozarka College and a score of 19 or higher on the English Portion of the ACT, or a score of 75 or higher on the Writing Skills portion of the COMPASS Test, or a grade of “C” or higher in practical writing and a score of a score of 82 or higher on the Reading Skills portion of the COMPASS, or a grade of “C” or higher in reading improvement. 
Course Description: Child Growth and Development studies the nature and development of children from pre-birth to the middle years of childhood.  Includes physical, cognitive, and psychosocial development.  Prepares students to understand the complex, dynamic process of child development and helps students understand when departures from normal childhood behavior are significant.
