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Faculty Council Committee Meeting Minutes
August 28, 2009
I. Call to Order
Meeting was called to order by Chair Stephen Baltz at 10:03 a.m.
Members in attendance:

There were no members absent. 
Dr. DeLong was in attendance to present item III c. on the agenda.
II. Old Business still open from the August 6, 2009 meeting.
a. How to disseminate information to faculty.  Possibility of opening up Faculty Council meetings to all faculty.
Questions posed:
1. Would there be enough information to share with the faculty?
2. How formal should the meeting be?
3. Should the meeting be made mandatory?
4. Should we make it a potluck lunch?
Suggestions were:
1. Have a meeting once a semester open to all faculty.
2. Have an open Faculty Council meeting on the fifth Friday of the months with five Fridays.
3. That the meeting should be structured.
Trish Miller made a motion to have a Faculty Council meeting open to all faculty on October 23 at 12:00 noon.  There were no objections by the other members.  The topics to be placed on the agenda will be discussed at the September 11, 2009 meeting.
III. New Business
a. Meeting dates/times for this semester.
The meeting time for Faculty Council are scheduled for the 2nd and 4th Fridays of the month.  Chair Stephen Baltz suggested that meetings be canceled if there were no items of business to discuss.
b. Current membership list for Curriculum, Professional Development, and Student Affairs committees was given to each of the members.  Stephen said he would be inquiring membership updates from each of the committees and then posts the updates in MyOzarka.
There were no reports from the sub-committees. 
c. Dr.  DeLong presented to the Faculty Council Committee the idea of forming an Assessment Committee. The purpose of implementing the committee would be to give faculty a more organized voice about assessment.  The committee would also help the faculty become more involved with the assessment process.  Dr. DeLong requested that the Faculty Council discuss the possibilities and/or ideas regarding this committee.
After the departure of Dr. DeLong the suggestions were:
1.  Why not utilize the Faculty Council for assessment instead of forming another committee.
2. Use assessment as a topic for the Faculty Council meetings that will be open to all faculty.
3. Have each department share assessment techniques to the other faculty at the open Faculty Council meetings.
4. Share assessment ideas at the beginning of the school year and data collected at the end of the school year.
5. The question posed was; If the Faculty Council Committee serves in the assessment process should it then be represented on the Instructional Council Committee? Chair Stephen Baltz said that he would represent Faculty Council on the Instructional Council committee if Dr. DeLong would make the proposal to the committee.
