I.
The meeting was called order by Jeremy at 10:05 am in each campus CV room.  Members present were Brad, Cindy, Chris, Jeremy, MaryEllen, Trish and Stephen.

The minutes from February 27,  2009 were presented for approval.  Brad motioned for approval with MaryEllen seconding the motion.  The minutes were approved unanimously.

Old Business


a. Universal Writing Rubric draft:
Discussion was carried out regarding this tool.  It will be included in the Practical Writing and English Composition I classes and can be used as an objective tool for grading.  The current draft is a simplified version of the English Composition I rubric, but may still need some tweaking.  Two recommendations came from the discussion:  1) email Chris any suggestions and he will make the changes as necessary and 2) use a basic rubric with each department adding its own specific requirements.


b.  Attendance policy:

Discussion was conducted regarding our current policy.  Consensus of the Council is to keep the current policy.  Scott has stated that it will take approximately 1 month of programming if we being online roll taking.  Trish recommended that we keep the current policy with Tracie seconding it; the Council agreed.


c.  Make-Up Policy:

Questions were raised if we should include a “No makeup policy” as policy.   The Council discussed this concern and concluded that this would not be advisable.  Brad with Tracie seconding provided the recommendation to accept the current policy; the Council accepted.


d.  Diversity Policy:
Chris motioned that we accept the Diversity policy as written.  MaryEllen seconded;  Council approved.

Curriculum:
 It appears that administration does not want Division Chairs to be chairmen of any committees.  This issue was discussed by the Council and there were two thoughts about this:  1) do we need rotations of faculty/division chairs through Faculty Council and the Curriculum Committee so that everyone knows the procedure for new classes? and 2) do we need to add faculty to the Curriculum Committee to “even out” Division chairs versus members on that committee?  If so, it would need to be faculty from other departments, not divisions.  Jeremy stated that the next Curriculum Council meeting is schedule for March 27 at 10:30.  Anyone can attend.

V.
New Business


a.  Faculty of the Year: 
Discussion about recognizing the faculty of the year at graduation was conducted.  Faculty had reported to the Council members that this would place too much emphasis on the faculty member instead of the students at graduation.  The Council concurred that this might be an issue.  Also, the procedure for nominating a faculty member is changing to include student input with a written paragraph stating why they would nominate the faculty member.  Trish motioned for recommendations as follows:   1) recognize the Faculty of the Year at the Faculty Appreciation Dinner and AATYC and 2) a minimum 200 word, maximum 500 word written essay submitted when nominating faculty for this award, 3) nominations to be published for view by fellow faculty, then faculty would vote online.  Cindy seconded; Council approved.
