ii. Guidelines for Voting

1. Vote in myOzarka

2. Allow faculty and students to vote

3. Allow one vote per person

4. Allow voting from March 8 through March 19
Faculty Council Chair will provide the VPAA office with the nomination guidelines to email to all Ozarka College students and Faculty for “Faculty of the Year.”

Katie Wilson made the motion to accept the guidelines as established.  Brad Hollaway seconded the motion.  There were no objections.

b. Possible replacement for CAAP in Gen. Ed. Assessment
Stephen Baltz shared the information gathered from several websites concerning the TEAS test.  Faculty Council members liked the idea of the TEAS test being offered on computers; however, research suggests that the TEAS test is only being utilized by nursing programs.  There was no information about Colleges or Universities using the test for General Education assessment.
