I. Call to Order

II. Minutes 
Mary Ellen Hawkins made the motion to accept the minutes for the October 24, 2011 meeting. Stephen Baltz seconded the motion. There were no objections.
III. Committee Reports
A. Curriculum 
1. Proposal to add a new course – Criminal Investigations. This course is part of the CP and AS in Criminal Justice and Corrections. No additional faculty is needed. Similar courses are offered at UACCB, ASU Beebe, ASU Mountain Home, and Black River Technical College. Mary Ellen Hawkins made the motion to approve the proposal. Trish Miller seconded the motion. There were no objections.
2. Proposal to add a new course – Arkansas Criminal Law.  This course is part of the CP and AS in Criminal Justice and Corrections. No additional faculty is needed. Similar courses are offered at UACCB, ASU Beebe, ASU Mountain Home, and Black River Technical College. Mary Ellen Hawkins made the motion to approve the proposal. Trish Miller seconded the motion. There were no objections.
3. Proposal to add a program – AS Hospitality and Tourism Management. Contact person Kathryn Langston. After much discussion it was decided to table the vote until Kathryn could be contacted and give more information about the program. Some concerns voiced included the need to hire one additional full time faculty and employment availability for future graduates in this area. Chris will contact Kathryn for a follow up report.

B. Professional Development

1. Proposal to purchase a webinar for $199.00 titled Magna 20 Minute Mentor Programs that can be posted to my.ozarka for faculty to access anytime. Jeremy Nicholson made the motion to approve the purchase and Trish Miller seconded the motion.  There were no objections. 

2. Discussed having Professional Development in January with a similar set up as what we did in November-with different faculty members presenting ideas found to be successful in the classroom. Date still to be determined.
IV. Old Business

A. As a follow up from last meetings discussions involving on-line courses and cheating it was noted that Brad Holloway will supervise a pilot program in the business department for proctoring exams for on-line classes beginning in the spring semester.  There was a lot of discussion addressing pros and cons of proctored exams for on-line classes. Hiring a distant Ed Coordinator should help address some of the questions.

V. New Business

A. Chris stated that Dr. DeLong had requested that Faculty Council discuss a mandatory attendance policy for students.  After a lengthy discussion, the consensus was that Ozarka should not have a mandatory attendance policy for students. One concern addressed was the compromise of academic freedom with mandatory attendance. However, it is prudent for instructors to take attendance to satisfy ADHE requirements and some financial aid guidelines.
