	Proposal Summary

The Business Department will develop a three hour course to meet the Associate of Science in Business requirement for Macroeconomics.
The course will introduce the basic operations of the U.S. economy, focusing on supply and demand analysis to explain real-world economic issues.  While Microeconomics studies decision making by a single individual, household, firm, industry, or level of government, Macroeconomics studies decision making for the economy as a whole.  Both the Keynesian model and the AD/AS model of Macroeconomics will be addressed.


	Need for the proposal

This course is being developed to meet the requirement for Macroeconomics in the Associate of Science in Business degree.
Business students in four-year degree programs are required to complete both Microeconomics and Macroeconomics.

Since Economics is included in Social Science electives, this would be a transferrable elective for Associate of Arts students.
