	Proposal Summary

The Arts and Humanities Division will develop three hour Russian Culture course.  
Students will be introduced to Russia by way of an anthropological approach to the study of Russian culture.  Traditional arts, folklore, literature, religious beliefs, family households, political systems, geography and ethnicities of Russia will be examined through readings, lectures, discussions, and films.  Language is the most essential element of any culture and therefore an acquaintance with the fundamentals of Russian language will help students engage with Russian culture. In a non-competitive manner students will become familiar with the Cyrillic alphabet, be introduced to the grammar of Russian and acquire a small vocabulary of Russian words and phrases.
