Course Description:

This course provides instruction in dosage calculation using ratio to proportion as well as other means of calculation related to medication. Topics include; interpretation of drug labels, syringe types, conversions, roman numerals, reconstruction and apothecaries, mixing medications, IV flow rates, drip rates, interpretation of physician orders and transcribing to Medication Administration Records, dispensing, and proper documentation of medications as well as the Six Rights of Med Administration and military time. Prerequisite: Placement score of 36 or higher on the COMPASS

test. 3 credits.

Rationale:

This course is designed to prepare the nursing student to learn vital skills to be able to analyze data give to be able to calculate and administer the appropriate and safe dose to patients of all ages.

Outcomes/Learning Objectives:

Students who enroll and complete this course will be able to:

1. calculate simple to complex dosages

2. convert fractions, mixed numbers, ratios and proportions to a form that can be used to calculate  drug dosages

3. understand the need and vital importance of accuracy and following the six rights of medication administration.

4. be able to calculate drug dosages using kilograms for pediatric dosages instead of pounds.

5. be able to adjust flow rates, figure drip factors, and understand mixing of drugs

6. be able to understand the different methods of administration.

7. pass all mastery exams with a 90% or greater.

Methods of Instruction:

Lecture notes and examples will be posted in the content module, and homework will be scheduled in the assignments section of myOzarka. Chapter Exams will be given on myOzarka, which are timed. The Mastery Final will be given on each campus, will be proctored and you may use only your simple calculator, pencil and scratch paper. Using your cell phone as a calculator will not be allowed. Students enrolling in this class must have computer skills above email, such as the ability to download, upload and attach homework assignments for grading. Students who have not enrolled in an online course previously and completed it successfully must attend one online orientation session on August 25th at 3:30, offered on all three sites. This course is designed for the student to review of math skills and progress into more difficult math concepts as mastery is achieved. Students will be given every opportunity to express what they do not understand so that learning can take place.

Evaluation Procedures:

Content for exams are based on subject matter from the text, homework assignments, and lecture.

Grades are weighted as follows:

Exams -------------------------------------------------60%

(Must show mastery with a Score of 90%)

Homework/assignments---------------------------20%

Comprehensive Exam------------------------------20% 
(Must show mastery with a Score of 90%)

All students must complete assignments as directed by the instructor over each section. Due to the severity of accurate dosage calculation and administration, the student must master a score 90% or higher on all chapter exams as well as the final exam. If a student does not master the exam on the first attempt, the student has one week to master the exam and move on. Inability to master after the third attempt will cause the student not to progress and be advised to withdraw or receive an "F". Tests that have to be taken more than once are averaged together for grade book purposes. The maximum number of attempts on any exam is three. If the final exam cannot be

Mastered after the third attempt a failing grade of "F" will be assigned.

Make-Up Policy:

Due Dates: NO late work will be accepted, unless prior approval has been obtained from the instructor. A grade of zero will be given if work is not turned in on time, unless the instructor is notified. All written work must be submitted, even if it is late to complete requirements for each section. If the student does not submit assigned written work, or cannot master the exams with a 90% or higher, then the student will not have met the course requirements and will not be allowed to progress throughout the course.

Attendance Policy:

Regular class participation is required in lieu of class room attendance for this online class. Missing assignment and test due dates will warrant counseling and possible advisement to withdraw based on current grade. If a student must miss an assigned date due to illness, emergency, or college business, it is the student's responsibility to contact the instructor in advance to make arrangements prior to the due date if possible. According to the student handbook, after a student misses the equivalent of two weeks of sessions, the instructor has the prerogative of assigning a grade "F" for the course. Since this is an online course with weekly assignments and exams, missing two consecutively will warrant a grade of "F". Since this course is a pre-requisite to the Nursing Program, participation activities will be kept and forwarded to the Nursing Department.
