Curriculum Committee Meeting
April 8, 2011

Present:  Kathryn Langston, Kena Tyler, Ruby Johnson, Bettie Estes, Holly Ayers, and Mike Delong.

Meeting called to order at 9:17 a.m.

Ruby motioned that the minutes from the February 19 meeting be approved; Bettie seconded the motions and the committee voted that the minutes be approved.  They were so approved.

Kathryn mentioned that there were follow-up reports which needed to be sent to CC to complete the loop.

New proposals submitted:
Ruby presented the proposal that AAS in Health Information Technology program name change from AAS in Health Information Management.  This change is proposed because of the moved to used electronic medical records in all aspects of healthcare.  This will permit Ozarka to stay current in offering terminology as well as in technology.  It was noted there is a 20% growth potential in this area.  The pay is good as is the job potential.  Kena moved that this proposal be accepted and passed on to Faculty Council.  Holly seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous and the proposal will be sent to FC.

Kena presented the proposal that Technical Writing is lower level English class equivalent to Practical Writing that is not redial.  This course is offered to those students in technical certificate programs and certificate of proficiency programs.  The push for this type of class is coming from the state to remove remedial courses from those terminal programs.  It is a for credit class.  Ruby motioned that subject to some changes to be made in wording in the syllabus that the proposal be accepted and passed on to Faculty Council.  Holly seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous and the proposal will be sent to FC.
Mike presented the proposal that ART 1313 2D Design be offered as part of the AS in Entrepreneurship program.  It was noted that this course goes along with degree programs offered in other universities.  In meetings with the Craft school, it was decided that this is something that needed to be added to introduce students to two-dimensional art and broaden their exposure to different art forms.  It was noted in the discussion that this whole program is in a state of change – including the name of the program.  When asked whether computer aided design would be part of the class, the answer was that it could be.  It was noted that the whole push of this program was to teach artisans the business angle as well as the art part.  Bettie moved that this proposal be accepted and passed on to Faculty Council.  Ruby seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous and the proposal will be sent to FC.
Mike presented the proposal that ACS 2102 Craft and Entrepreneurship be changed from a two credit class to a three credit class.  Bettie moved that this proposal (subject to minor changes) be approved and passed on to Faculty Council.  Ruby seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous and the proposal will be sent to FC.  He then presented the proposal that would change ACS 28037 Portfolio from a seven credit class to a three credit class and change the name to Entrepreneurship Portfolio.  Ruby moved that subject to some minor changes that this proposal be accepted and passed on to Faculty Council.  Holly seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous and the proposal will be sent to FC.
Holly presented the proposal offering CHEM 1003 Intro to Chemistry.  This course would be offered to prepare students for General Chemistry.  In the discussion it was noted that this course could be taken concurrently with Physical Science; it will NOT be a substitute for General Chemistry; it will help LPN to RN students as an elective; and will only be an elective.  Bettie moved that subject to minor changes this proposal be approved and passed on to Faculty Council.  Ruby seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous and the proposal will be sent to FC.
Holly presented the proposals for PCMA 0033 Foundations of Math I, PCMA 0043 Foundations of Math II, and PCMA 0053 Foundations of Math III.  These are the shell courses for the accelerated developmental math redesign project.  Through guidance from AATYC and Higher Ed, it is proposed to collapse our current three developmental math courses into one self-paced course using the HAWKES Modulized Curriculum.  This software is self-paced, and students would work on a computer with a full time faculty facilitator in the classroom.  Students could complete the program in one semester or take up to three semesters to complete.  It is mastery based – the students do not advance until he/she has mastered the current concept.  It was noted that about 5% complete in one semester, about 30% complete two levels in one semester and the rest take longer.  There is an administrative component to track data.  There is a push from ADHE to decrease cost of remedial courses and to decrease time used for remediation.  Completion will allow students to take higher classes more successfully.  Three semesters are allowed for completion.  If not completed, the student will receive an F.  Students will still have to COMPASS test out.  They can work at home but will have to test in class. Ruby moved that these proposals be accepted as written and passed on to Faculty Council.  Bettie seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous and the proposal will be sent to FC.

Ruby moved that the meeting be adjourned.  Kena seconded the motion and all were in favor.  The meeting adjourned at 10:20 a.m.
