Mary Ellen Hawkins called the meeting to order at 11:10 a.m.

The minutes from the previous meeting were reviewed.  After suggestion by

Rex Whitfield that minutes contain last names, minutes were approved upon motion by 

Whitfield and second from Karla Ashlock.

In the chair’s remarks, Hawkins noted that Barbara Wyatt would assume the position of 

chair beginning with the November meeting.

The primary item of business was the Curriculum Development Plan, copies of which were distributed to all committee members and all faculty members.  After a brief discussion of the Curriculum Committee’s Proposal/Recommendation form, Linda Morgan led an informal discussion of the Curriculum Development Plan.

Morgan announced that minor grammatical alterations had been made to the Plan and that revised versions would be mailed out shortly.  Whitfield discussed the need for better rationales when proposing new courses and the need to concentrate more thoroughly on following through with Step 7 of implementation, assessment, and revision, which calls for “a report of assessment activities to the Curriculum Committee after the second curriculum offering.”

After the discussion of the Curriculum Development Plan, Morgan discussed the upcoming NCA focus visit in October 2002.  Among the NCA’s focus visit concerns that directly affect the Curriculum Committee will be the Curriculum Development Plan and the continued credibility of the curricular program.
