Chairman Rex Whitfield called the meeting to order at 11:05 a.m.

The minutes from the previous meeting were approved.

In the chair’s remarks, Whitfield suggested inviting Randy Scaggs (Director of 

Admissions) to future curriculum committee meetings as an ex-officio member.

Several proposal/recommendation items were on the agenda, five having to do with the

Information Science Technology (IST) program and two from the Business Technology program.


IST program proposal/recommendations (presented by Jones):

1) Change in language of philosophy statement of the Associate of Applied Science program to make ASTRO courses available to all students, not just those enrolled in the IST program.  (See attached Proposal/Recommendation form for more details.)  Approved on motion by Wilkes and second by Stirling.

2) Add to the Associate of Applied Science program the following courses, with applicable prerequisites:  IST 2513 Java II; IST 2206 Networking Essentials III and IV (Cisco Networking Academy, Semester 3 and 4) in a one-semester block.  (See attached Proposal/Recommendation form for more details.)  Approved on motion by Stirling and second by Beshears.

3) Add MATH 1303 Trigonometry and BUS 1023 Keyboarding I as prerequisites for the Associate of Applied Science program.  (See attached Proposal/Recommendation form for more details.)  Approved on motion by Hawkins and second by Wilkes.

4) Revise course descriptions of following courses:  IST 1203 ASTRO III; IST 1303 ASTRO IV; IST 1403 Networking Essentials I (Cisco Networking Academy, Semester 1); IST 1503 Internet Technologies; IST 1603 Networking Essentials II (Cisco Semester 2); IST 2003 ASTRO V; IST 2103 ASTRO VI; IST 2203 Object Oriented Technology (Sun Java 1); IST 2903 Systems Analysis and Design (Capstone).  (See attached Proposal/Recommendation form for more details.)  Approved on motion by Baltz and second by Blevins.

5) Revise the technical course sequence listing in the catalog to reflect the various revisions and additions listed above.  (See attached Proposal/Recommendation form for more details.)  Approved on motion by Wilkes and second by Stirling.

Following the exhaustive consideration of the above IST changes, various committee members asked Jones to supply the entire faculty with further general information regarding the program and its alterations.


Business Technology proposal/recommendations (presented by Langston):

1) Remove the AAS Banking and Finance Option from the catalog, but continue to offer certain banking courses “on demand.”  (See attached Proposal/Recommendation form for more details.)  Approved on motion by Stirling and second by Beshears.

2) Remove ACCT 2133 Accounting II from list of required courses for the Associate of Applied Science Degree in Information Management.  Add ACCT 2133 to required courses for AAS degree in Business Administration.  Allow students in AAS in Information Science program the option of taking ACCT 2133 or ACCT 2143 Computerized Accounting.  (See attached Proposal/Recommendation form for more details.)  Approved on motion by Stirling and second by Wilkes.

Langston also presented to the committee a follow-up report on the course CIS 1003 Introduction to Computers, which was first offered in the summer of 2001.  (See attached form for more details.)

Representing the Allied Health Division, Morgan presented a proposal/recommendation to remove from the catalog the Medical Coding Option under the Associate of Applied Science program in Health Information Management.  Coding classes will still be available on an as needed basis.  (See attached Proposal/Recommendation form for more details.)  Approved on motion by Hawkins and second by Stirling.
