The Curriculum Proposal for RNSG1213 Math for Nurses was the only item on the agenda. Everyone felt positive about the course being offered and that it would fill a need for the nursing students. Before the proposal can be passed, several concerns 
need to be addressed.  List of concerns are:

1. Will students be required to take this if they have already had College      Algebra? Can prerequisites be changed midstream?
2. The “Need for proposal” statement needs to be changed to reflect that College Algebra is not taught as a vocation specific course. 
3. Need a “Proposal Summary”.

4. How will they test into this class?

5. Will it replace Fundamentals of Algebra as a prerequisite for LPN?

6. Will it replace College Algebra as a prerequisite for RN?

7. Can anyone other than nurses take the course?

8. Who specifically will be teaching this course?

9. Will points be attached to it like those points attached to Fundamentals of Algebra (15),  Intermediate  Algebra or Business Application (25),  or College Algebra  (35)?   
10. If they started under another catalog requirement, will they still have to take this course?  (Basically the same as question 1)

11. How does this fit in with other Nursing Programs across the state?

12. How will this fit into transfer agreements with colleges that aren’t in the Consortium (ASUMH or UACCB)?

13. How many seats will be in each class?  How many sections?

14. Will tutoring be available?
