Curriculum Committee Meeting

January 26, 2006

Present:  Kathryn Langston, Rex Whitfield, Kena Tyler, Melissa Arnold, Gary Phillips, Joan Stirling, and Michelle Cooper.

Kathryn called the meeting to order at 11:05 a.m.

The minutes were read and Michelle motioned that the minutes be accepted as written and Kena seconded.  The minutes were passed as written.

Kathryn presented a proposal to change the name of BUS1563 Administrative Support Procedures I to Records Management.  The course content, textbook, nor faculty will change for this course.  The name change is to more accurately reflect the course content and to help with articulation possibilities with other colleges.  Rex made a motion to accept the name change.  Kena seconded the motion.  All members were in favor.  Motion passed.

Kathryn presented a proposal to remove the IST AAS Degree Plan.  There are not enough students to support the program.  There were no graduates in 2002, none in 2003, 3 in 2004, and 2 in 2005.   There are 2 students who will be qualified to graduate in 2007.  Courses will be offered to allow these 2 students to complete the program.  There has also been difficulty in maintaining an instructor to teach the required courses for this program.  In the future, students may focus on an Internet Technologies option when they are enrolled in the Business Technology Program.   Kena made a motion to completely remove this program from the catalog.  Rex seconded the motion.  All members were in favor.  Motion passed.

Kathryn presented a proposal for Catalog Changes for Business Technology.  There would be one AAS Degree in Business Technology with students choosing a focus in Accounting, Business Computer Applications, General Business, GIS, Internet Technologies, or Computer Networking and Basic Programming or a Technical Certificate in Business Technology.  Students would continue to take the same required general education core courses.  Each of the focuses would be obtainable in 2 years.  Instructors would teach 15 hours each semester versus the current 18-36 hours.    This change would eliminate the Information Management and Business Administration Options from the program.    Rex made a motion to accept these changes.  Kena seconded it.  All members were in favor.  Motion passed.
