This course was designed to be a basic skills course for beginners.  It will not count toward a degree, nor will it transfer.  The course number will be CIS0003.  Melissa made a motion to accept these changes and the will be sent to Faculty Council.  Mary Ellen Hawkins seconded the motion and the motion passed.

A proposal (attached) was presented by Judy to change the layout of the program for Culinary Arts.  The instructors want to get rid of the hospitality option.  Food Production I, II, and Baking I, II will be changed to five credits for the nine hours spent in class.  The communications requirement will be taken off to keep the degree at sixty two credit hours so it can be completed in two year’s time.  Advanced Culinary III and IV will be removed as well.  There is only enough time fro the core courses, not electives.  The course letters will all be CUL for Culinary, no CAH for hospitality.  Michelle made a motion that the proposal be passed to Faculty Council and Mary Ellen seconded the motion.  The motion passed.

Michelle made a motion to adjourn.  Melissa seconded it.
