Curriculum Committee

August 28, 2003

Present:  Kathryn Langston, Rex Whitfield, Joan Stirling, Melissa Arnold, Kena Tyler, BJ Jones, Karla Rush, Lisa Lawrence, Randy Scaggs, and Mary Ellen Hawkins.  Kim Whitten was a visitor.

Kathryn called the meeting to order at 11:08 a.m.

BJ moved that the minutes from the May 1 meeting be approved and Melissa seconded.  They were approved.

OLD BUSINESS:

There was no old business as all items have been taken care of.  Kena is to find the minutes for the curriculum part of the 8/15 combined Faculty Council/Curriculum Committee meeting.

NEW BUSINESS:

It was discussed that each new class needs to submit a report at the end of the semester.  A reminder will be sent to those instructors teaching new classes.

Kathryn had some new course offerings to present:  all courses will be 2000 level and all are designed to give an accounting option to the business program for interested students.

1. Payroll Accounting – this will be an elective and non-transferable.  Accounting I is a prerequisite and it is worth 3 credits.  Randy noted that he gets a lot of questions about courses offered in accounting.  Karla wanted to know what kinds of software would be used.  Kathryn responded by noting that Quickbook Pro would be used if a software program were needed, but it would be done the old-fashioned way.  She also noted that there was an industry wide need for employees with accounting skills.  Could also get into this class with the permission of the instructor.

2. Federal Income Tax Accounting – this class would focus on the basic tax structure for the individual.  It is non-transferable.  Kathryn is to work on the rewording the proposal.  This too would be a permission of the instructor.
3. Cost Accounting – a nontransferable class focusing on the accounting for raw materials and the manufacturing process.

4. Intermediate Accounting – this class would go into accounting in depth.  Accounting I, II would be prerequisites.
Kathryn also presented a recommendation to be passed on to the board notifying them of a new degree option will be offered.  Add option for accounting in the AAS program.

Joan asked if there would be a number of students who would be interested.  Kathryn noted that there seemed to be a lot of interest.  Based on the number of students who completed Accounting I, there would be approximately 20 + every semester.  Randy asked about the difference between Payroll Accounting and Computerized Accounting.  There would be very little overlap.

Rex noted that students could go into Accounting I then Accounting II and another accounting course.  Accounting I would be the prerequisite for other accounting courses.

Kathryn is to do a mockup of the degree plans to see how the new courses would fit.

Rex noted that faculty should use permission of the instructor only with accounting background.  Introduction to Accounting is a remedial course and wouldn’t work.

Trying a pilot program was discussed.  For this option does Ozarka College need a list of courses for that option.

BJ moved that the curriculum committee accept the new courses and proposal with amendments and a curriculum plan.  Melissa seconded the motion and all voted in favor.

It was noted that all new courses need a syllabus etc. attached.  The syllabi will be attached to the amended proposals.

Rex moved that the meeting be adjourned and Mary Ellen seconded.   The meeting was adjourned at 11:46 a.m.
