Essentials of Earth Science presented by Linda Morgan.  This is a geology class to be presented online from Tech with an onsite lab.  It is to be offered SII and Spring 06.  This class does not take the place of any course now offered and acts as an elective.  After some discussion about labs, Kathryn Langston made the motion that the proposal to offer this class be passed and Trish Miller seconded.  The motion passed.

Ms. Morgan then presented a course description for an activity course, Fitness Center I, II.  At this point there is still much to be done about the course, but she wanted to get faculty input about the whole idea. The Fitness Center would be available only to students, faculty, and staff of the college.  Kena Tyler moved that work be continued and Larry Wilkes seconded.  It was passed.

Intro to E-Commerce was presented by Kathryn.  It will be offered as a Special Topics class and has no prerequisites and could be an elective.  Rick moved to accept the class and Samantha seconded the motion.  It passed.

Rex noted that offering new courses was good, but they need to be justified as to why they are offered.
Ms. Morgan noted that Melissa has worked on a Chemistry for Allied Health course for the nursing people and asked that it be passed.  Judy moved that the class be accepted and Kathryn seconded.
