Kathryn called the meeting to order at 11:07 a.m.

The minutes from the December 15 combined meeting were presented for approval, and Melissa made a motion to accept them as written.  Craig seconded and the minutes were approved.

It was noted that it is time for reports to be received from various faculty on the new classes presented.  Those included:  Kathryn for Payroll Accounting and Federal Income Tax Accounting; JD for GIS Skills, Homeland Security, STARS, and Self Guided Studies; Michael Orf for Contemporary Psychology and Abnormal Psychology; and Rick Tankersley for Sanitation and Dining Room Service and Catering.  Kathryn will remind those instructors.

Gin noted that Fitness and Yoga will articulate with UCA and Lyon College.

JD had two proposals for classes to be offered.  They include:  Managing Cultural Differences which would be an elective open to any major.  This course could be offered as a special topic under business.  This course would be in response to the increasing awareness in cultural differences and diversity.  A couple of questions for JD to answer would be to find out if it would be transferable and at what level.  He also needs to work up a syllabus.

The other course would be a Homeland Security II class that would allow the students to apply what they’ve learned in Homeland Security I to a local level.  This is a research based class.  The first semester gets the student used to the terminology and how the model works.  The second semester applies what they have learned to a local level where the students would go out and gather the data for a disaster model.  HL Security I would be a prerequisite.  JD is to work up a syllabus.
Further action on these two proposals is postponed till the next curriculum meeting.

A motion to adjourn was made by Melissa and seconded by Mary Ellen.  The meeting adjourned at 11:40 a.m.
