Curriculum Committee Meeting
November 18, 2004

Present:  Kathryn Langston, Kena Tyler, Rex Whitfield, Melissa Arnold, and Mary Ellen Hawkins.  Wally Pittman to present and Joan Stirling as ex-officio.

Kathryn called the meeting to order at 11:12 a..m.

Mary Ellen moved that the minutes from the October 21, 2004 meeting be approved as written.  Melissa seconded and the minutes were approved.
Wally presented the program changes (attached) to the Criminal Justice program that he’d talked about at the previous meeting.  Rex moved that the changes be accepted and the proposal passed on to Faculty Council.  Melissa seconded and the motion passed.

A proposal was then presented from Rachel Faulkner to offer Principles of Zoology to be taught as a concurrent credit course.  There was much discussion about this proposal and some questions raised to be answered.  Questions such as:  When would it be offered? Who would teach it? What about textbook obsolescence? Students take full year for one semester of concurrent credit? Adaptation to one semester? Could it be an elective? Would it be available to everyone?
Rex moved that the proposal be tabled until some of these questions could be answered.  Mary Ellen seconded the motion.  The committee will meet Tuesday, November 23, 2004 to discuss questions and issues.

Rex then talked about AR Tech teaching classes on a two year rotational basis.  Students who did not get in at the beginning of the cycle would have to wait until the cycle began again.  Tech would begin to have to offer upper and lower division classes.

Rex moved to adjourn and Melissa seconded.  All agreed and the meeting adjourned at 11:55 a.m.
