Kathryn called the meeting to order at 11:08 a.m.

Committee members looked at the answers to the questions (attached) about the Principles of Zoology class formulated at the last meeting (11/16).

It was noted that the text is outdated.  The first part of the book deals with General Biology, and if taught on campus, only the second half of the book would be taught.  The course would be available to high school and college students.  On this campus the course would be offered as an elective and would not replace General Biology.  The issue of transfer of credits would be determined by the college transferred to, since some colleges it would be an “either or” situation.  It was determined that Zoology would be a freshman level class.
Issues dealing with how to deal with a student enrolling at midterm; what would be allowed and combination of classes; and how it would be handled at O.C. were discussed.

Rex made a motion that Principles of Zoology be offered at Ozarka College as an elective and for concurrent credit but would not replace Biology.  It would also cover the material outlined in the syllabus.  The syllabus should remove all mention of chapters and refer to content and outcomes.  Melissa seconded the motion.  The motion was approved and passed on.
The meeting adjourned at 11:35 a.m.
