Curriculum Committee Meeting

October 17, 2002

Whitfield called the meeting to order at 11:08 a.m.

Whitfield presented the revised curriculum development flow chart for approval.  Linda Hall made the motion to accept the flow chart as presented and Samantha Thornsberry seconded the motion.  Motion Passed (see attachment).

Whitfield presented a follow up on a recommendation from November 13, 2001 from Brenda Jones which simply assessed how well the option of allowing non IST students to use as electives IST 2703 and IST 2803 was going(see Attachment).  It was also noted that since the IST program is a new one that an assessment of the whole program needs to come through the curriculum committee (see attachment).  There was a concurrence with the report which will be forwarded to the faculty council.  Joan Stirling moved that the report be forwarded and Linda Hall seconded the motion.  Motion passed.


A proposal dated Sep 24, 2002 was presented by Linda Morgan who noted that the original course number (IST2206) does not allow this course to have a division of grade input.  Therefore, the proposal was submitted to split the class into the following course numbers – IST 2203 and IST 2213.  This would provide for students to be more fairly graded (see attachment).  Joan moved that this recommendation be forwarded to the faculty council and Melissa Arnold seconded.  Motion passed

Thornsberry presented a writing rubric (see attachment) to the committee to be considered.  This is an outline for grading written assignments – no matter what the discipline.  Comments were made on how well the ad hoc committee did in developing this rubric.  It was also noted that this would add a consistency to the student learning experience.  Samantha was asked to prepare a proposal/recommendation cover sheet to go with this rubric so that it could be sent on to faculty council.  Samantha moved that this rubric be accepted as written and Melissa seconded.  Motion passed.

A proposal from Bettie Estes to change the name of  “The Development Department” to something like “The Bridge Program” created much discussion.  It was noted that there wasn’t a department, but there was a program.  A couple of committee members didn’t care for the name.  Linda Morgan said that she heard something like this called Pre-college or College Prep.  Samantha thought that this would appeal to the non-traditional student.  Linda Morgan suggested that this be tabled pending further work.  Rex said that the proposal is tabled and there would be further discussion with Bettie.

The Faculty Development Ad Hoc committee discussed the addition of Critical Thinking to the CAAP test.  It was noted that the test is already long and that students get tired.  It was brought up that the fatigue factor is calculated into the test and would not be a major problem.  Samantha thought that changing the order of the test segments would improve student performance, but Rex noted that the test order is predetermined.  Linda Morgan noted that Ozarka College needs have some type of test containing a critical thinking portion whether it is the CAAP test or some other test.  Rex recommended that Ozarka College add the critical thinking portion to the CAAP test.  Samantha moved that we adopt the augmented CAAP test and Whitfield seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

The AAT (Associate of Applied Teaching) will be taken up at the next meeting.

Kena Tyler moved that the meeting adjourn and Linda Hall seconded the motion.

The meeting adjourned at 11:55 a.m.
