Curriculum Committee
October 21, 2004

Present:  Kathryn Langston, Kena Tyler, Melissa Arnold, Mary Ellen Hawkins, Rex Whitfield.  Visiting Gin Brown and Wally Pittman.

Kathryn called the meeting to order at 11:08 a.m.

Melissa moved that the minutes from the May 11, 2004 meeting be approved.  Mary Ellen seconded the motion and the minutes were passed.

Kathryn passed out a copy of the calendar of curriculum additions to the members present.  This was a FYI handout (attached).

Wally presented what he had been working on with the Criminal Justice Program.  The current program was written in 1996-97 to allow officers working to take classes for credit.  Things have taken place since then and there is not the money available to send people to inservice training.  The nearest place for training is in Batesville.  He noted that since the increase of terrorism, many people have been called back to work.  It is harder for them to get college credit and the program needs to be more open ended.  He talked about the major area requirements and noted that some of the courses have never been taught.  He wants to rewrite the program to reflect those changes and to make the requirements worth more.  In the discussion that followed, there was discussion about the general requirements of psych and math as well as the types of electives to offer (possibly GIS and Geography).  The required hours are to remain at 60.  After further discussion, Rex moved that Wally put his ideas into a proposal form and that this proposal be passed on to Faculty Council.  Mary Ellen seconded the motion and it was passed unanimously.
There was a proposal (attached) from Judy Cannady that Oral Communication name and catalog number be changed to something more student friendly.  The course would be called Communication and the catalog number would be COMM1313.  Rex moved that the change be accepted and the proposal passed on to Faculty Council.  Mary Ellen seconded the motion and it was so passed.

A proposal from Judy Cannady (attached) recommended that the name of Becoming A Master Student, COLL 1003 be changed to QUEST.  Mary Ellen moved that the change be approved and the proposal passed on to Faculty Council.  Rex seconded the motion and it was passed.
A proposal from Steve Benoit (attached) recommending that CIS 1303 be required for IST students and that IST 1313 be removed from the catalog.  The content of both courses is very much the same and the CIS class would provide the overview that IST students need and would, therefore, allow those students more in depth study in their chosen area.  Melissa moved that the changes be accepted and the proposal sent on to Faculty Council.  Rex seconded the motion and it was passed.

A proposal from Steve Benoit (attached) recommended that the following changes be made:  IST2703 Computer Ethics be changed to IST 2703 Computer Ethic and Security.  This change is in response to the major concern expressed by the participants of the Business Advisory Committee.  IST 2403 Problem Solving Techniques in IS be changed to IST 2403 Advanced Internet Technologies.  This change provides the students with the opportunity for more in depth study of the Internet.  Melissa moved that these changes be accepted and the proposal be passed on to the Faculty Council.  Rex seconded the motion and it was passed.
A proposal from Kathryn Langston (attached) recommended adding a required 3 hour computer course to the Associate of Arts degree plans.  There was a lot of discussion about the types of computer courses these students should take and if there should be a skills based CLEP type of test students could take to avoid repetition of what they may have taken in high school.  Rex moved that subject to the changes discussed the recommendation be accepted and passed on to Faculty Council.  Kena seconded the motion and it passed.  Kathryn is to make the changes.
Gin Brown noted that the changes concerning the culinary program had been sent out to different colleges and approved.

There being no further business Mary Ellen moved that the meeting be adjourned.  Rex seconded and the meeting adjourned at 11:50 a.m.
