 Kathryn called the meeting to order at 10:15 a.m.
The minutes from the October 15 meeting were read.  Ruby made a motion to pass the minutes as written; Michael seconded the motion.  The minutes were passed unanimously.

The committee briefly discussed past proposals that have not been returned to Curriculum Committee with all the necessary signatures.  Those proposals include;  History of Women in Western Civilization, Introduction to Film Study,  ASB Degree, Business Statistics, Clinical Practicum Experience Course,  AAS-HIM degree changes, and TC in Health Professions changes.  It was noted that these proposals are still in progress.
New proposals.  A proposal for an Introduction to Macroeconomics class was presented; during discussion it was noted that this course fulfills a requirement for the ASB degree being developed.  Ruby made a motion that this proposal be accepted and passed on the Faculty Council.  Michael seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously, and the proposal will be sent on to Faculty Council.


The second proposal to be present was a proposal for an Introduction to Russian Culture class.  This class is to be offered as a result of SKYPE contact between Mtn. View and a town in Russia.   Michael  noted that students in Mtn. View are expressing considerable interest in such a class – with a possible addition of a Russian language class later.  These would be labeled as Anthropology classes.  The college already has a teacher available to teach both classes.  Bettie made the motion to accept this proposal, and Holly seconded the motion.  The proposal passed unanimously and will be sent on to Faculty Council.
Michael made a motion to adjourn and Kathryn seconded the motion.  Upon unanimously passing the motion, the meeting was adjourned at 10:30 a.m.
