Curriculum Committee Meeting
August 20,2010

Present:  Bettie Estes, Rodney Williams, Kena Tyler, Kathryn Langston, Holly Ayers, and Michael Orf

Kathryn called the meeting to order at 10:18 a.m.

The minutes from the April 23rd meeting were approved and passed.  Michael moved that they be accepted as written and Bettie seconded.

First thing talked about was the proposal presented by Holly noting that prefixes for some of the classes will be changed to better streamline advising and course identification for students and advisors.  This will make courses easier to find in the catalog.  It was noted that some of the courses with a strongly recommended will be changed to required in the prerequisite.  It was noted in the discussion that a form needs to be created for adding an addendum to the catalog.  Bettie moved that this proposal be passed and sent on to Faculty Council; Rodney seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous; the proposal will be sent on.
The chair noted that follow-up reports need to be completed on past proposals: Art1213 Sculpting, Art1223 Intermediate Painting for Non Majors, Art1313 Drawing 2, Engl2023 Mythology and Folklore, and Independent Study in Biology.  Michael is following up in his division.
The proposal for CP in Banking and Finance is needed.
Proposals that have been returned with all approval signatures and notifications are ready to be entered into the catalog.
Items on the ADHE Program Review Calendar that have not gone through the approval process were discussed.  Those include CP – Law Enforcement Administration, Certificate - Law Enforcement Administration, and AAS - Law Enforcement Administration.  It was noted that these classes were implemented from top down.  Other Law type classes were discontinued.  Michael noted that a form for the dissolution of courses.  It was decided at this time that the CC doesn’t need to do anything.
An AA Human Services was approved and sent on sometime.

The proposal from Culinary was submitted that would allow students the choice of three electives: ACCT1003 Intro to Accounting, ACCT1123 Accounting 1, and MGMT2663 Small Business Management.  In the discussion it was suggested that the section Need for the proposal be reworded.  Kathryn is to make the changes and the CC is to email approval.  Based on this change, Holley moved that the revised proposal be sent on to the Faculty Council; Rodney seconded the motion.  The proposal for Business Stats was presented.  It will be a 2000 level class.  After much discussion the committee decided to table this motion until a later time.
Discussion about adding addendums to the catalog arose, and it was decided that any changes (not editing or correcting) need to come before the CC for discussion and approval.
The Gen Tech program was discussed, and it was noted that this program should be discontinued as it is.  It was suggested that a 30-hour technical program should be developed with classes that either LPN or RN students could use as prereqs.  Ruby will be consulted about the development of this program.
Meeting adjourned at 11:15 a.m.
