LPN Application Process:

Step 1:  Potential students must apply during the designated period with the Office of Admissions and complete an application for the LPN program.  Applications are to be dated and timed due to the possibility of a tie in scoring; the first applicant will be selected.
Step 2:  Must take the NET exam, this is a Nurse Entrance Test.  A study guide is available in the Bookstore for purchase.  The cost of the exam is $30.00.  (The score is preferred to be at or above the National average for this exam.)  The student may take the exam only one time during the admission period.
Step 3:  Must take the Wonderlic exam.  The cost of the exam is $ 5.00. The student may take the exam only one time during the admission period.

Step 4:  Be enrolled in or have completed all 4 pre-requisite courses.  These are:  Practical Writing or higher; Math for Nurses; Nutrition Course (3 hour) and Body Structure and Function (4 hour) or its equivalent (i.e., Essentials of A&P from UACCB)-OR both A&P I with lab and A&P II with lab. You must have both A&P I & II because A&P I only covers half of the body systems.  If the student is currently enrolled in any of these classes at the time of application the Mid-term grade will be used to compile the score.  If the student does not complete the course in which they are enrolled with a “C” or better, he/she will be disqualified immediately and an alternate chosen. Applicants are responsible for submitting transcripts and/or appropriate midterm grades to the Office of Admissions by the application deadline.


Step 5:  Bonus points will be given if the applicant provides documentation of work related history even as a volunteer. ** No applicant will be disqualified for not having a work related history.**
Steps 1-4 must be completed or the applicants file will be deemed incomplete and no score given.

It is the students’ responsibility to complete each of these steps.  If the student takes an exam at another College or has completed coursework from another College, it is the students’ responsibility to request an Official Transcript and exam results to be sent directly from that College or University to the Ozarka College Office of Admissions.  Health Records must also be submitted, showing two Measles and one Rubella vaccination(s).
Selection Process:

Points are allotted for each pre-requisite course; an “A” is scored higher than a “B” and so forth.  The score of the Net is added, the score of the Wonderlic is added and points granted for Work related history.  These are compiled by the Admissions’ Office.
The scores are then placed on a ranking sheet alphabetically and submitted to the Ozarka College Department of Nursing.  Those who have completed all the steps are selected according to score; those who did not complete the steps are considered “Incomplete” and thus eliminated from the selection process.  The Admissions’ Office, Registrars’ Office and the Nursing Directors’ Office will have a list of incoming LPN students.  In the event a selected student notifies the College that they will not be able to enroll into the LPN program, an alternate will be chosen to replace them.
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
