A degree audit is a tool that students and advisors use to determine which courses are required for a student to obtain a degree.  It will show 

which courses have been completed (with grade and term) and which courses remain to be  

completed.   This tool is available through my.ozarka. 

  

   EARLY ALERT 

 
Early Alerts are “flags” that instructors place on a student’s account when a behavior or event has indicated that a student is having trouble 

in a certain area or course.  A student’s continued absence, poor performance in the course, and missing homework are just a few examples 

that might prompt an early alert.  Once an early alert has been submitted, an email will go to the student, their advisor, and the college    

success department.   This process is designed to  catch problems  early while there is still time left in the semester to improve.
